In Departure Bay

Believe it or not we will be celebrating our 10th annual History Night this year!  We have asked two of our more popular speakers to come back and help us to celebrate.

Join us for a fascinating journey through time from the days of the Snuneymuxw First Nations winter camps to modern day Departure Bay.

Our first speaker will be Geraldine Manson, an elder with the Snuneymuxw First Nations.  She will tell legends and histories of the First Nations people who spent winters in longhouses on the shores of Departure Bay.  Her talk will be enhanced with artifacts, pictures and costumes from her own collection.  Many will remember her presentation several years ago, when she delighted the audience with her legends from ancient times.  She will also talk about the findings at the archeological dig carried out a few years ago at the site on Departure Bay Road next to the 7-Eleven.

The DBNA Executive have agreed to give a donation, in lieu of our usual speaker gift, towards the fundraising efforts for the building of the Shq’apthut Gathering Place, a First Nations project at Vancouver Island University.
